DDDooouuubbbllleee   OOOxxxfffooorrrddd   BBBooobbb   MMMiiinnnooorrr has dodges on the front which constitute the front 
work, places in 3/4 and dodges on the back which constitutes the back work. 
These are the 3 components found in Cambridge Surprise Minor. 
 
However, in these methods the treble plain hunts.
